A new north wing and main entrance to East High
School was opened in January. Many of the
students walked into the new wing wearing
expressions of amazement and excitement. “It just
looked nice and new and modern , and kind of
cool,” said Jamila'Y akubu, 18, asenior. “It’sjust
like open and bright.”

The project included new administrative offices,
science laboratories, classrooms, air-conditioning,
and elevators in addition to the student center and
cafeteria.

The building on the right which is known as the
1912 structure began renovation work in the spring
which is expected to last for about another year.

The connecting wing, and the renovation of the
origina structure are being done with money raised
from the local-option sales tax that voters approved
in 1999.

In addition, a groundbreaking ceremony was held
on May 12™, for construction of a new building
addition that will house acommunity center,
gymnasium and music rooms.

The center is being paid for with donations and
grants. The new center is expected to open in the
fall of 2006.

The center will be located on the northeast side of
the school along East 14™ Street, and will boast a
gym, locker rooms, concession stand and band
rooms.

A lot of changes are happening to our “ama
mater,” which now has an enrollment of 2200
students. They should be about 70 to 80% done by
our reunion next May. We should be able to see
most of the changes, and visualize what the finished
product should look like.
